INVITATION TO THE TABLE 

One: This is the Lord’s table; our Savior invites those who trust in him to share 

the feast which he has prepared. Christ says: “Come all who are weary and heavy 

laden, and I will give you rest.” 

 

GREAT PRAYER OF THANKSGIVING (responsively) 

One:  The Lord be with you. 

All:    And also with you. 

One:  Lift up your hearts. 

All:    We lift them to the Lord. 

One:  Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

All:    It is right to give our thanks and praise. 

One:  It is truly right and our greatest joy to give you thanks and praise, O Lord 

our God, creator and ruler of the universe. In your wisdom, you made all things 

and sustain them by your power. You formed us in your image, setting us in this 

world to love and to serve you by helping create a peaceable kingdom here on 

earth for your whole creation.  

All:  When we rebelled against you, refusing to trust and obey you, you did 

not reject us, but still claimed us as your own. You sent prophets to call us 

back to your way.  

One: In the fullness of time, out of your great love for the world, you sent your 

only Son to be one of us, to redeem us and heal our brokenness. Therefore, we 

praise you, joining our voices with choirs of angels, and with all the faithful of 

every time and place, who sing to the glory of your name:
